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PELICAN PARISH MULTI-HAZARD EMERGENCY OPERATIONS PLAN

Every parish in Louisiana has an Emergency Operations Plan (EOP) that identifies all hazards that pose a significant threat to the jurisdiction.  This plan details the overall responsibilities of parish government as well as guidelines and organizational priorities necessary to insure a coordinated Federal, State and parish government response.  It sets forth a detailed Parish program for preparation against, operations during, and relief and recovery following emergencies and disasters as provided by Parish, State and Federal statutes and ordinances, as well as other related or applicable emergency authorities and directives.  It is promulgated by the chief elected official of the Parish, and has an official promulgation date.  This Guidance and Crosswalk is to be used to review the EOP and all of its annexes.  


The planning process must involve the active participation of all departments of parish government, private sector organizations and individuals who would be involved in an emergency.  Since the planning process is continuous, the EOP must be reviewed at least annually to maintain its integrity.  Any changes to the plan should be distributed to all recipients of the plan.  The EOP will undergo a formal review and update, including a new promulgation statement every four years in accordance with the Plan Review and Update schedule published by the Governors Office of Homeland Security and Emergency Preparedness (GOHSEP).

The Introduction to the plan should include:

1. Table of Contents, listing sections of the Basic Plan, Annexes and Appendices.

2. Promulgation statement dated and signed by the Parish President and Director of the Parish Office of Homeland Security and Emergency Preparedness (OHSEP).

3. Concurrence indicating review and approval by all departments of government and private sector organizations assigned emergency responsibilities.

4. Forward.

5. Record of changes to EOP.

6. Distribution, listing all recipients of copies of the EOP and changes to the EOP, to include all governmental departments and agencies assigned emergency responsibilities, appropriate sections to private sector organizations and individuals assigned emergency responsibilities.

BASIC PLAN

I.
PURPOSE AND SCOPE

It is the purpose of this plan to provide guidance for the various departments within Pelican Parish government, municipalities within the Parish, where applicable, and all of those outside agencies within the Parish of Pelican with an emergency assignment before, during and following any declared emergency.

This plan details the overall responsibilities of local government as well as guidelines and organizational priorities necessary to insure a coordinated Federal, State, and Local government response.

This plan sets forth a detailed Parish program for preparation against, operation during, and relief and recovery following disasters as provided by Parish, State, and Federal statutes, regulations, executive orders and ordinances, as well as other related or applicable emergency authorities or directives.

A.
Mission


In times of emergency the mission of the Pelican Parish government is:

1.
To plan and prepare practicable response programs for the protection of life and property in the event of disasters.

2.
To take immediate effective action to direct, mobilize, coordinate and determine utilization of local resources to support political subdivisions in the conduct of disaster operations to save lives, protect property, relieve human suffering, sustain survivors and repair essential facilities.

3.
To coordinate and direct restoration and recovery operations in the disaster area subject to governmental authority.

4. 
To insure that each Parish Department will plan and provide for an emergency operations capability that conforms in principle with this plan.
5.
To coordinate all disaster services with the Parish Office of Homeland Security and Emergency Preparedness Director.

B.
Overview

1.
Primary responsibility for disaster preparedness rests with elected heads of government, both Local and State, in accordance with RS 29: 721-729.  To fulfill this responsibility, maximum attention must be given to the coordination of all disaster relief efforts by Local, State, public and private organizations.

2.
Existent organizational elements for emergency government response will be utilized to the fullest extent and augmented where necessary.

3.
Assistance to overcome the effects of a disaster must be provided as soon as possible after its occurrence.  Therefore, Local response elements and State government will perform urgently needed emergency work immediately.


NOTE:
 Possible reimbursement by the Federal Government for emergency work, restoration or replacement is contingent only upon a Presidential Declaration implemented under Public Law 93-288, Part II.  It is the purpose this Plan to cover all aspects of Local response only, not contingent on any extraordinary State or Federal assistance.

4.
All Local response elements will include provisions for necessary documentation for financial accountability from the onset of any disaster occurrence.  The fact that emergency conditions exist does not preclude the need for documentation required by current disaster assistance regulations and directives.

5.
It shall be the responsibility of all Local response elements of government to:

a) Control and use to the fullest extent all able manpower and material  resources subject to the authority of the government entity, and

b) Control and use to the fullest extent all manpower and material resources available in the general area of devastation by means of inter-city or inter-parish request, and

c) Notify the Police Jury President of any deficiencies that exist. 

6.
All response elements of Local government will adhere to the          above general principles.

II.
The following criteria must be contained in the basic plan using the formatting guidelines for sections II through IX:

1. _____ Summarize the jurisdiction’s hazard analysis.

2. _____ Describe geographic characteristics and population at risk to identify hazards. 

3. _____Identify the number or percent of population in trailers, mobile homes (double wide, FEMA trailers), also identify when these residents need to evacuate.                
4. _____ Describe the delegation of emergency authority for elected or appointed leaders or their designated successors to exercise specific emergency-related legal powers.  Define parameters of such powers.

5. _____ Provide for (continuity of government) to ensure the survival of the governmental structure and its operational capability.  Include the preservation of records necessary to maintain continuity of government.

6. _____ Provide for emergency purchasing, consumer protection, nondiscrimination, administration of insurance claims, duplication of benefits, use of local firms and preservation of historic properties.  Reference any mutual aid agreements.

7. _____ Assure that the special needs of people with disabilities, elderly and non-English speaking persons are addressed, with annual reassessments to address any changes in the resident population.

8. _____ Provide for updating the plan periodically, and based on deficiencies identified by actual incidents and exercises, changes in Parish government structure, etc.

9. _____ Define terms, abbreviations and acronyms commonly used in emergency preparedness at the Federal, State, and Parish levels.

10. _____ Include of list of vital facilities, including key transportation facilities, critical materials and equipment sources (food, fuel, key Parish and local governmental facilities (courthouse, fire station, jails, local EOC, etc.), health facilities (hospitals, clinics, drugstores) and special institutions (nursing homes, schools, daycares.)
11. _____ Describe the use of NIMS (National Incident Management Systems) to manage incidents.

(Suggested verbiage:  The Federal Government has adopted the National Incident Management System (NIMS) to manage emergency incidents and disasters from the first responder level to the highest levels of the Federal Government.  NIMS is based on the Incident Command System (ICS) and the Unified Command System (UCS) and is flexible and appropriate to all types of incidents.  Coordination between different levels of government will take place within the framework of NIMS.  Pelican Parish adopts the NIMS guidance by reference.)

ANNEX 1
EMERGENCY SUPPORT FUNCTION 1

TRANSPORTATION ANNEX

I.
PURPOSE AND SCOPE:

ESF 1 provides for the acquisition, provision and coordination of transportation for people and materials for emergency and disaster situations.  The services and activities provided under this ESF will include the identification, acquisition, arrangement, mobilization and coordination of available parish government, school board, transportation agency, private industry and voluntary transportation equipment, manpower and technical expertise to meet the requirements of providing essential transportation services before, during and after emergencies and disasters.  The ESF also covers the actions that need to be taken to facilitate transportation and overcome impediments in emergencies and disasters.

The following criteria must be contained in the transportation annex using the formatting guidelines for sections II through IX.

1. _____ Estimate the number of Tourists, Special Needs, Sex Offenders, Inmates, Parish citizens, and Parish citizens with pets who would require local transportation to evacuate.

2. _____ Identify the number of local and type (City, School, Coach, or Para-Transit) of transportation assets/buses that could assist with evacuation. 

3. _____ Indicate the number and type of transportation assets needed to evacuate Parish residents.

4. _____ Indicate who will assist in registering population at the Parish Pickup Points to be transported/ evacuated.

5. _____ Indicate the number of Parish Pickup Points and their locations. Identify the Parish Pickup Point lead area manager.

6. _____ Indicate how movement control guidance will be given and how potential impediments to evacuation will be handled. 

7. _____ Indicate the transportation arrangements for people who are unable to supply their own transportation, including people who are institutionalized or who have a disability.

8. _____ Indicate who will give assistance to or emergency removal of vehicle with mechanical problems.

9. _____ List the locations of rest areas along evacuation routes in which evacuees can obtain fuel, water, medical aid, vehicle maintenance, information and comfort facilities, as appropriate.

10. _____ List the available evacuation routes with instructions (include map). Mention the evacuation routes capacity and vulnerability to hazards.  Notify the public.

11. _____ Provide for recordkeeping:  compilation of logs and records and action taken and expenditures made.

12. _____ Provide for traffic control during an emergency.

13. _____ Provide for Mutual Aid Agreements with nearby Parishes in the Emergency Management Region.

14. _____ Parishes are encouraged to use the “Point-to-Point” sheltering concept. List the Mutual Aid Agreements with host Parishes that will sponsor/shelter evacuees.

ANNEX 2

EMERGENCY SUPPORT FUNCTION 2

COMMUNICATIONS ANNEX

I.
PURPOSE AND SCOPE:

Services under this ESF consist of the identification, mobilization and coordination of available Parish and local government owned, private industry and volunteer personnel and equipment essential to gather, coordinate and disseminate information before, during and after an impending or actual disaster situation.  In the event that normal means of communications become overburdened or destroyed, communications and information processing personnel shall use private industry, amateur radio teams and State and Federal assistance while re-establishing primary communication systems.  ESF 2 will also provide for the establishment of systems to disseminate to appropriate government officials and the general public timely forecasts of all hazards requiring emergency preparedness or response actions.

The following criteria must be contained in the communications annex using the formatting guidelines for sections II through IX:

1. _____ Provide for the emergency call-up of communications personnel.

2. _____ Designate the individual with primary responsibility for the establishment and maintenance of the emergency communications system.

3. _____ List the available methods of communication and the locations and capabilities of equipment.

4. _____ Describe the interaction of government, private industry and volunteers with the communications net.

5. _____ Describe the procedures for handling messages and logging information.

6. _____ Include provisions for protection of telephone services and priority service restoration.

7. _____ Describe provisions for protection of radio communications equipment against the effects of Electromagnetic Pulse (EMP).

8. _____ Designate the local warning point, the provisions for notification of key officials, alerting governmental staff and initiating public warning.

9. _____ List hazard specific warning procedures, to include warning receipt, verification and dissemination.

10. _____ List provisions for warning special populations such as schools, people with disabilities, daycare centers, nursing homes and any areas that are not covered by outdoor warning devices.

PUBLIC WORKS AND ENGINEERING ANNEX 

I.
PURPOSE AND SCOPE:

ESF 3 provides for the coordination of all available public works, engineering and construction resources and expertise in an emergency or disaster.  It provides for the identification, agreement, mobilization and coordination of available parish government, private industry and volunteer resources to provide essential services before, during and after emergencies and disasters. 

The following criteria must be contained in the public works and engineering annex using the formatting guidelines for sections II through IX:

1.
_____Require the maintenance of current resource lists that identify source, location and availability of earthmoving equipment, dump trucks, road graders, floodwater/dewatering pumps and associated hoses and generators, fuel sources, etc., that could be used to support emergency operations.

2.
_____Provide for adequate supplies of sand and sand bags, and identify storage and distribution sites for public access.

3.
_____Require the maintenance of emergency equipment to ensure that all equipment is in good repair.

4.
_____Require the maintenance of essential department facilities and assistance in securing them against damage.

5.
_____Provide for the identification of private contractors and notification of emergency services contracting procedures.  (Appendix 4)

6.
_____Provide for the repair and restoration of essential services and vital facilities.

7.
_____Require maintenance of essential facilities of drainage and flood protection (levees).



8.
_____Provide for emergency inspection, engineering and maintenance of roads and bridges.

9.
_____Provide for debris clearance in emergencies, establishing priorities and plans to incorporate outside assistance.

10.
_____Require inspection, designation and demolition of hazardous structures.

11.
_____Require the development and maintenance of mutual aid agreements.

12.
_____Require the maintenance of a detailed log of all department operations.

13.
_____Provide for Public Works assistance for transportation, placing barricades, radio operation, shelter and food for key employees during the emergency and during damage assessment.

14.
_____Require the maintenance of emergency implementing procedures for all public works departments, accounting for key personnel and their assignments.

15.
_____Require the training and exercising of all personnel.

EMERGENCY SUPPORT FUNCTION 4

FIREFIGHTING ANNEX

I.
PURPOSE AND SCOPE:
ESF 4 provides for the detection, control and suppression of rural and urban fires caused by or incident to natural or technological events.  Services provided under this ESF shall include actions taken through the application of equipment, manpower and technical expertise to control and suppress fires that have or threaten to become disasters.  Provision of such services will be in accordance with mutual aid compact agreements with local governments, private industry, and other parishes using established recognized standards of fire fighting methods under the Incident Command System.


The following criteria must be contained in the firefighting annex using the formatting guidelines for sections II through IX:

1. _____ Advise public officials on needed changes to fire and zoning codes and enforce the fire codes.

2. _____ Conduct fire safety education programs for the public.

3. _____ Mention the recruitment, training and exercising of personnel.

4. _____ Identify levels of deployment of fire personnel and equipment in the event of an emergency (alarm levels and assignments).

5. _____ Assist with search and rescue operations.

6. _____ Alert all emergency support services to the dangers associated with technological hazards such as HAZMAT incidents and fire during emergency operations.

7. _____ Provide backup support for operation of the public warning system.

8. _____ Support radiological protection activities.

9. _____ Activate auxiliary and volunteer support groups as needed.

10. _____ Maintain updated lists of resources (personnel and equipment, with locations) and establish and renew mutual aid agreements.

11. _____ Inspect shelters and key facilities for fire safety.

12. _____ Identify personnel recall procedures for incidents.

13. _____ Indicate minimum staffing levels for normal operations and emergency operations.

ANNEX 5

EMERGENCY SUPPORT FUNCTION 5

EMERGENCY MANAGEMENT ANNEX 

I.
PURPOSE AND SCOPE:

ESF 5 Emergency Management encompasses all emergency activities conducted by parish and local governments, private industry and volunteer organizations before, during and after natural and technological emergencies and disasters.  The ESF includes preparations for emergencies.  It includes the analysis of parish potential hazards and capabilities, the development of plans, procedures, agreements and arrangements to deal with emergencies and disasters, training of parish government, local government and volunteer personnel and exercising of plans.  When emergencies occur, ESF 5 responsibilities will include activating the parish Emergency Operations Center (EOC), collecting, communicating and analyzing information about impending and impacting emergencies, assessing the impact and damages from emergencies, coordinating evacuation activities, setting all available resources into motion and restoring the affected people and property to their pre-disaster condition, wherever possible. 

Note:  Because ESF 5 includes previously separate annexes, you may choose to develop separate appendices for each function, i.e. evacuation, EOC, training, etc.

The following criteria must be contained in the emergency management annex using the formatting guidelines for sections II through IX:

1. _____ Designate the official in charge for each emergency or disaster situation.

2. _____ Designate the official who manages the EOC during emergencies and disasters.

3. _____ Designate the site of the EOC and the alternate EOC. Can the EOC survive a Storm Surge and to what level?
4. _____ Mention how an on-scene Command Post may be activated.  Name the official responsible for on-scene direction and control in emergencies.

5. _____ Describe the process for obtaining, analyzing, reporting and retaining, in an events log, emergency and disaster related information.  Include casualties, evacuations, sheltering, radiation doses, and chemical contamination, to be made available to EOC staff and/or field forces.

6. _____ Mention internal security and access control measures.

7. _____ List the personnel who are assigned to the EOC, by title or position and their responsibilities.

8. _____ Describe EOC functions, layout, use of displays and message forms, and procedures for bringing the EOC to full readiness on a continuous 24-hour basis.

9. _____ Ensure you have sufficient a number of Web EOC trained personnel. 
10. _____ List and describe the areas most likely to need evacuation and the types of emergencies that would cause an evacuation.  Include a map of the areas and an evacuation route map.

11. _____ Name the person responsible for determining the need to evacuate and ordering an evacuation.

12. _____ Mention support for essential operations and services in risk areas.  Indicate how essential workers will commute to risk areas.

13. _____ Identify decision authority for re-entry into evacuated areas. Does this re-entry decision affect other parishes?
14. _____ Require the review of the Louisiana Disaster Recovery Manual.

15. _____ Provide for the review of building codes and land use regulations for possible improvements.

16. _____ Maintain a current list of critical facilities and parish buildings and structures requiring priority assessment.

17. _____ Activate disaster assessment teams and begin collecting data at the onset of an emergency.

18. _____ Obtain, report, analyze and retain assessment information.

19. _____ Inform officials of hazardous facilities, bridges, roads, etc. and advise on priority repairs and unsafe structures.

20. _____ Initiate debris clearance.

21. _____ Document all emergency work performed by parish and local resources, to include photographs and videotape.

22. _____ Compile damage reports for appropriate agencies and prepare documentation for submission to state and federal agency representatives.

23. _____ Appoint an Authorized Agent to represent the parish on joint parish/state/federal assessment teams and for fiscal matters.

24. _____Continue assessment surveys and monitor restoration activities.

25. _____ Provide for the appointment of a Damage Assessment Officer.

26. _____ Provide for an Impact Assessment Team, define the responsibilities of each team member and provide training in assessment techniques.

27. _____ Designate a training officer to be responsible for training and exercises.

28. _____ Require the determination of the type and level of training required for emergency operations assignments.

29. _____ Require the recruitment and screening of instructors and participants for required courses.

30. _____ Require training of instructors in all phases of emergency operations needs for classroom instruction.

31. _____ Keep updated on training schedules to assure that personnel who carry out emergency functions obtain necessary skills.

32. _____ Require coordination of exercise design teams and the training of team members, controllers, simulators and evaluators.

33. _____ Require scheduling, design and evaluation of exercises.

34. _____ Require briefing of all department heads and agencies on plans, procedures and training for their personnel.

35. _____ Provide for assistance to the PIO in providing instructional and educational materials for the general public.

36. _____ Designate department heads, emergency service groups and EOC staff sections as responsible for training their own personnel in their primary functions.  The training officer will arrange for training in emergency subjects.

EMERGENCY SUPPORT FUNCTION 6
MASS CARE, HOUSING AND HUMAN SERVICES ANNEX

I.
PURPOSE AND SCOPE:

ESF 6 provides Mass Care, including Shelter, Mass Feeding and Housing and Human services support for victims of natural and technological emergencies and disasters:

A. Mass Care will provide shelter during the emergency period and immediately following the disaster, in which victims are housed as a result of evacuation or, on a limited basis, pending repair of dwellings or assignment and movement into temporary housing.  Emergency shelter is not intended for prolonged periods (no longer than 60 days) of occupancy due to the emergency nature of the activity and the requirements for mass feeding, distribution of comfort and relief supplies and emergency first aid.  Shelter will include the mass feeding of victims and emergency workers through a combination of fixed sites, mobile feeding units and bulk distribution of food.

B. Mass Care will coordinate with the Parish Health Unit and other medical agencies to ensure the provision of emergency first aid for victims and emergency workers at shelters and designated sites, and referral to appropriate medical facilities.

C. Mass Care will collect and provide information about individuals in the emergency area through a Disaster Welfare Information system.  Such information will be used to aid reunion of families and individuals separated by the emergency or disaster.

D. Housing activities will provide for short and long-term housing needs of emergency and disaster victims.  Housing activities may include rental assistance, temporary housing, and loans for house repair and/or replacement of primary residences.

E. Human services include all government and relief organization actions to provide immediate assistance to victims of emergencies and disasters without regards to race, color, religion, nationality, sex, age, disability, limited English proficiency, or economic status.  

F. Human services may include, as appropriate, crisis counseling and                supportive mental health services and such commodities as water, ice and other basic needs.

G. Human services will include the provision and expedited processing of federal benefits claims, such as Social Security, disaster unemployment assistance, Veterans benefits and tax refunds.

The following criteria must be contained in the mass care, housing and human services annex using the formatting guidelines for sections II through IX:

1. _____ Identify and maintain a list of suitable shelter and feeding facilities, and capacities such as schools, churches, motels, etc. 
2. _____ Designate facilities for lodging institutionalized and/or people with disabilities.  
3. _____ Designate facilities within commuting distance of the risk area for essential workers and their families.

4. _____ Mention the assignment of evacuees to shelters and feeding facilities.

5. _____ Identify the responsibility for the assignment of trained managers and staff to all facilities during any period of shelter operations.

6. _____ Identify how sex offenders will be identified, transported, and sheltered. (2006 Regular Session Act No. 285)
7. _____ Assign responsibility for management of reception and care activities, to include registration, staffing, lodging, feeding, processing evacuee information, etc.

8. _____ Assign responsibility for provision of crisis counseling to disaster victims.

9. _____ Assign responsibility for crisis marking of unmarked shelters.

10. _____ Identify upgradeable facilities, which can be used as an expedient or last resort shelter.

11. _____ Assign responsibility for crisis upgrading of expedient shelters.

12. _____ Assign responsibility for crisis shelter stocking and re-supply plans and procedures.

13. _____ Assure availability of welfare assistance and services to eligible victims of emergencies and disasters.

14. _____ Establish on-site centers for granting relief to emergency/disaster victims.

15. _____ Coordinate all welfare assistance and services to individuals and families administered by public and private welfare or welfare-related agencies, VOAD, civic and church groups.

16. _____ Identify and maintain a list of suitable potential facilities that may be used to distribute disaster food stamps and other disaster relief.

12. _____ Designate centers to receive and distribute, as prioritized by the resource coordinator, for food, fuel, transportation and construction resources.

13. _____ Designate distribution sites for the general public to pick up needed emergency items.

14. _____ Mention the relocation of essential resources outside of the risk area.

PUBLIC HEALTH AND MEDICAL SERVICES ANNEX

I.
PURPOSE AND SCOPE:

ESF 8 provides public health and sanitation, emergency medical, and hospital services, crisis counseling and mental health services to disaster victims and workers, to supplement and support disrupted or overburdened local medical personnel and facilities and relieve personal suffering and trauma.  Public Health and Sanitation refers to the services, equipment and staffing needed to protect the health and general welfare of the public from communicable diseases, contamination and epidemics; the development and monitoring of health information; inspection of food and water quality and sanitation measures; immunizations; laboratory testing; animal and vector control; inspection of public drinking water supplies and sewage treatment services.  Medical care refers to emergency and resident medical and dental care; doctors, technicians, supplies, equipment, ambulance and emergency medical services, hospitals, clinics and units, planning and operation of facilities and services.  Crisis Counseling and Mental Health refer to the provision of professional personnel, services and facilities essential to relieve mental health problems caused or aggravated by a disaster or its aftermath.

The following criteria must be contained in the public health and medical services annex using the formatting guidelines for sections II through IX: 

1. _____ Require the bi-annual capability assessment of health and medical facilities.

2. _____ Identify hospitals, nursing homes, clinics and other facilities that could be incorporated into the ESF-8 network for sheltering and care.

3. _____ Identify all nursing homes, hospitals, and medical institutions in the parish.
4. _____ Nursing homes have emergency plans.  (2006 Regular Session – Act No. 540)

5. _____ Provide for crisis augmentation of volunteer personnel, including doctors, nurses, aides, paramedics, trained volunteers. (ie CERT, MRC, etc)

6. _____ Provide for specialized training and exercises for emergency operations.

7. _____ Provide for issuance of health and sanitation instructions to the public.

8. _____ Ensure that pre-designated MSNS are resourced (ie generators, security, etc)

9. _____ Provide for emergency medical care for essential workers in hazardous areas that have been evacuated by the general population.

10. _____ Provide for the tracking of patients injured or killed during disasters.

11. _____ Provide for environmental health activities regarding waste disposal, refuse, food and water supplies and mosquito/vermin control.

12. _____ Address crisis counseling for emergency workers and victims of the disaster.

13. _____ Describe the operations of Public Health and Medical Services through the five Phases of Emergency Management.

14. _____ Designate a health and medical officer to direct and coordinate emergency medical operations.

15. _____ Provide for the inoculation of individuals as needed to prevent the spread of disease.

16. _____ Prescribe procedures to reduce the patient population in hospitals, nursing homes and other health care facilities if evacuation is necessary, and continue medical care for those that cannot be evacuated. 
17. _____ Develop and coordinate a mass fatalities plan. (Appendix 10)

18. _____ Provide for emergency resource management and acquisition of needed equipment and supplies.

19. _____ Provide for coordination with other agencies to provide transportation, communications, administration and supporting manpower.

20. _____ Indicate who will aid in the development and updating of emergency plans for nursing homes and home health agencies, including transportation and other community support requirements.

ANNEX 9

EMERGENCY SUPPORT FUNCTION 9

SEARCH AND RESCUE

I.
PURPOSE AND SCOPE

ESF 9 provides for a trained and equipped emergency rescue response force with the capability to conduct life saving search and rescue operations during extraordinary conditions.  The goal of Search and Rescue (SAR) operations is to save the lives of people who are unable to ensure their own survival without assistance. Search activities include locating individuals missing or reported missing, in jeopardy, or possible jeopardy, of life and limb. Rescue activities require the utilization of organized and trained personnel to extricate persons trapped in damaged buildings, shelters, vehicles and other enclosures, or from remote or contaminated areas; and to provide first aid or emergency medical treatment and arrange for removal of persons to safety. 
The following criteria must be contained in the Search and Rescue plan; Specialized Search and Rescue resources, agency roles and responsibilities, Parish and State Search and Rescue resources, and local coordination and liaison activities. Annex using the formatting guidelines for sections II through IX:

1. _____ Require each responding Search and Rescue Team to use their in house chain-of-command to insure operational control. Each SAR Team will be controlled by the Incident Commander(s) at the scene(s) using the ICS structure. All participating SAR teams will coordinate their efforts with the lead SAR Branch Director. 

2. _____ Actions in the event of a downed Aircraft, (the Federal Aviation     Administration is responsible for locating the down aircraft.) Parish will coordinate the ground rescue and/or recovery operations of victims.

3. _____ Describe the needs for specially trained and equipped Urban Search and Rescue (USAR) Teams.

4. _____ Describe the Primary communications plan (radios) as well as the back up or alternate communication plan (cellular, public telephones and pagers).
5. _____ Parish EOC should serve as the central location for interagency coordination and executive decision-making, including all activities associated with ESF-9.

6. _____ Identify the needs and identify available resources and their location. 

7. _____ Provide for the establishment and maintenance of mutual aid agreements for augmentation of personnel (medical, search dogs, demolition, etc.), heavy equipment and other support.

HAZARDOUS MATERIALS AND RADIOLOGICAL ANNEX

I.
PURPOSE AND SCOPE:

ESF 10 provides for an effective and efficient response to and recovery from hazardous materials (HAZMAT) and radiological incidents that threaten the environment of the parish and the lives and property of its citizens.  Hazardous materials include oil spills.  This ESF coordinates parish, local government and private resources responding to and remedying oil spills, HAZMAT incidents and radiological releases.  Actions in this function can range from the detection of a release of spill, through the provision of initial response actions, to the request of state assistance and procurement of a contractor, to coordination of joint local, parish, state and federal operations under the Incident Command System, to the final inspection and approval of remedial and restoration work.   

The following criteria must be contained in the hazardous materials and radiological annex using the formatting guidelines for sections II through IX:

1. _____ Mention the training of radiological protection personnel, to include radiological response team personnel and monitors and hazardous material responders, including medical personnel.

2. _____ Mention the method of distributing stored monitoring equipment.

3. _____ Provide for crisis training of monitoring teams.

4. _____ Require timely reporting and notification of contamination incidents.

5. _____ Describe what to do about personnel exposed to hazardous substances within hazard area.

6. _____ Provide for decontamination of personnel, victims, equipment and facilities.


7. _____ Conduct hazardous materials safety education programs for the public.

8. _____ Advise decision makers of potential hazardous materials dangers and give protective action recommendations for the public at risk.

9. _____ Mention mutual aid agreements between affected facilities and local jurisdictions for emergency response and notification of responsibilities.

10. _____ Describe, reference, or include legal authorities of the jurisdictions whose HAZMAT emergency response roles are described in ESF 10, including authorities of the local emergency planning committee and the local jurisdictions within the parish.

11. _____ Explain all abbreviations and define all essential terms included in the annex.

12. _____ List scenarios that might develop from any accident at the affected facilities or along any transportation routes.

13. _____ Identify facilities that possess extremely hazardous substances and the transportation routes along which such substances may move within the parish.

14. _____ Identify and describe other facilities that may contribute additional risks by virtue of their proximity to the above mentioned facilities.

15. _____ Identify and describe facilities that are subject to additional risks due to their proximity to facilities with extremely hazardous substances, such as health care facilities.

16. _____ Include methods for determining that a release of an extremely hazardous substance has occurred and the area of population affected.

17. _____ Include the major findings from the hazard analysis, (date of analysis should be provided) which should consist of:  Worst case scenarios of fixed facilities, transportation incidents and any other potentially dangerous situation that may occur as a result of a hazardous material release.

18. _____ Designate a local emergency manager (coordinator) and facility emergency managers, who shall make determinations necessary to implement HAZMAT emergency plans.

19. _____ Provide a list of organizations and titles of persons receiving the annex or amendments and the date that the annex was transmitted.

20. _____ Provide a section that describes methods for maintaining and revising the annex and recording all changes in the annex.

21. _____ Include methods for providing reliable, effective, and timely notification by a facility, a transporter, or other regulated agencies to local, state, and federal emergency personnel, that a release has occurred.

22. _____ Describe methods or means to be used by facility emergency managers within the parish to give notification of any release to local emergency managers of any potentially affected parishes and SERC’s, in compliance with Section 304 of Title III.

23. _____ Describe methods by which the local emergency managers and local response organizations will be notified of releases from transportation accidents.

24. _____ Include methods and procedures to be followed by facility owners and operators and local emergency personnel to respond to a release of extremely hazardous substances.

25. _____ List the levels of response codes, conditions for each, and indicate responsible organizations at each level.

26. _____ Identify responsible officials in the parish and describe the methods by which they will notify the public of a release of hazardous materials.

27. _____ Include a description of emergency equipment at each facility, in the community, subject to the requirements of this subtitle and identify, by title, persons responsible for such equipment and facilities.

28. _____ Describe emergency response capabilities and the expertise in the private sector that might be available to assist local responders, facility managers, and transportation companies during emergencies.

29. _____ Include methods and procedures to be followed by medical personnel to respond to a release of hazardous substances.

30. _____ Describe the procedures for conducting health assessments upon which to base protective action decisions.

31. _____ Describe methods for determining the areas likely to be affected by a release.

32. _____ Describe evacuation plans, including those for precautionary evacuations and alternative traffic routes.

33. _____ Describe the role of the affected facilities in the evacuation decision making process.

AGRICULTURE ANNEX

I.
PURPOSE AND SCOPE:

ESF 11 provides protection for the state’s food supply to ensure that the population of the parish is provided adequate and healthy nutrition during and after natural and technological emergencies and disasters.  It is also concerned with diseases and infestations that could affect plant, animal and cultivated seafood species, and with animal evacuation, sheltering and health care.  ESF 11 covers the whole range of nutritional assurance and plant, animal and cultivated seafood health and safety in all types of natural and technological threats. 

The following criteria must be contained in the agriculture annex using the formatting guidelines for sections II through IX:
1. _____Provide for the means to monitor the safety of the parish’s food supply.

4. _____Identify veterinarian resources available in the parish.

5. _____Identify fuel burn rate for generators in parish. Is there a requirement or need for Ultra-Low Sulfur Diesel?
6. _____Identify the fuel plan (contract/vendor). Identify daily fuel requirements and capacity from local first responders departments.

EMERGENCY SUPPORT FUNCTION 13

PUBLIC SAFETY AND SECURITY ANNEX

I.
PURPOSE AND SCOPE:

ESF 13 provides for the provision of law enforcement, emergency police and public safety services and legal authority in an emergency or disaster.  Services under this ESF include the identification, mobilization and coordination of available Parish and municipal government and other public safety and legal manpower, expertise and equipment to minimize the adverse impact of an emergency or disaster on life and property in the affected area.  Routine and emergency law enforcement, investigation, bomb disposal; traffic and crowd control, area access control, security, assistance with communications and transportation, determination of legal authority ramifications and related functions are included.

The following criteria must be contained in the public safety and security annex using the formatting guidelines for sections II through IX:

1. _____ Designate the training of primary and auxiliary personnel as an ongoing mission.

2. _____ Provide for crowd and riot control during an emergency.
3. _____ Identify the number of Prisons in the Parish? Is there a plan to evacuate? 

4. _____ Provide for assistance in disseminating warnings to the public.

5. _____ Provide for assistance in evacuation and/or movement to shelters.

6. _____ Provide for law enforcement in reception centers, shelters.
7. _____ Provide for relocation and housing of prisoners in an emergency.
8. _____ Provide for security for critical facilities and resources.

9. _____ Provide for security in disaster and evacuated areas.

10. _____ Provide for assistance in damage assessment.

11. _____ Indicate who will be responsible for law enforcement communications systems.

12. _____ Indicate who will review all jurisdiction emergency operations plans for law enforcement related information.

13. _____ Provide for traffic control for evacuation and supply routes.
14. _____ Provide for the emergency activation of regular and auxiliary personnel in an emergency.  Indicate how auxiliary personnel and private security officers will be authorized to exercise law enforcement authority.

15. _____ Provide security for re-entry into disaster areas after the disaster utilizing the Louisiana State Police Statewide Credentialing Access Program. (http://www.lsp.org/pdf/lscap.pdf)  

16. _____ Require the negotiation of Mutual Aid agreements with parish, municipal and private public safety and security organizations.
17. _____ Indicate the chief law enforcement officer for the parish.
18. _____ List any tasks that you expect outside agencies to assist with.

The following criteria must be contained in the community recovery, mitigation and economic stabilization annex using the formatting guidelines for sections II through IX: 

1.   _____ Mention the development of post-disaster zoning and land use ordinances and regulations.

2.   _____ Incorporate the parish’s mitigation plan by reference.

3.   _____ Mention the development of post-disaster mitigation plans.

ANNEX 15

EMERGENCY SUPPORT FUNCTION 15

PUBLIC INFORMATION ANNEX

I.
PURPOSE AND SCOPE:

ESF 15 provides information and external communications to inform people about the threats from natural and technological emergencies and disasters and the precautions and response measures that the Parish and local governments are taking to protect and preserve life and property using all available methods and media.  ESF 15 will also advise people of actions they need to take before and during emergencies and disasters.  Public information provided before, during and after disasters and emergencies will provide clear, concise and accurate information on the existing situation in the disaster area.  Every effort shall be made to minimize and counter rumors, hearsay and half-truths.

The following criteria must be contained in the public information annex using the formatting guidelines for sections II through IX:
1. _____ Provide for the preparation of Emergency Public Information (EPI) materials based on hazards affecting the jurisdiction.

2. _____ Ensure that the resident with disabilities (i.e. visually impaired, hearing impaired, and the elderly) and non-English speaking are addressed through the media and through special communications means.

3. _____ Provide for the dissemination of EPI to the public, to include appropriate protective actions.

4. _____ Provide for the authentication of all sources and verification of all information.

5. _____ Require an active rumor control effort through media monitoring.
6. _____ Provide for continued dissemination of information after the emergency to keep people informed about restricted areas, re-entry, locator activities and government and private relief activities and services.

7. _____ Provide for an authoritative Public Information Officer (PIO) who is authorized by the Parish President to speak on behalf of the parish in times of emergency.

8. _____ Provide for an information office as the official point of contact for the media during an emergency.

9. _____ Direct the PIO to advise the Parish President and Parish OHSEP Director on all matters pertaining to public information.

10. _____ Require PIO coordination with departments and agencies for the release of information to the public.

11. _____ Require PIO clearance of information with the Parish President before release.

12. _____ Require the maintenance of a chronological record of emergency events sufficient to reconstruct activities.
